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Every Barangay has its own MRF usually located at the Barangay compound and serves as the storage of collected wastes from the generators. But for now, some of the MRFs are not operating due to the issue on waste collection and management by the barangay. Pick up point areas are also established and observed in some barangays and placed at the accessible area especially in areas where collection vehicle or the collectors have difficulty to enter and collect the wastes.

	The LGU has closed the Municipal Disposal Facility as of October 29, 2018 as mandated by RA 9003. At present, the LGU has been utilizing the Municipal Central MRF as the Temporary Residual Containment Area (TRCA) while establishing the physical TRCA to be established this last quarter of 2018. The Safe Closure and Rehabilitation Plan (SCRP) of the disposal site has been submitted and duly acknowledged by the EMB Regional Office, MIMAROPA. These Central MRF and the TRCA located within the closed disposal facility shall serve all seven (7) Barangays of the LGU while waiting for the establishment of sanitary landfill (SLF) in 2021.

     5.1 Source Réduction 


	pp. 51-54
	As a policy under RA 9003, the overall policy of the Department is to strictly implement the provisions of the Rules and Regulations of the Act. Therefore, the Local Government Unit of Calintaan has to implement the prevailing rules on source reduction and minimization of wastes generated at source with the help of the Barangay Solid Waste Management Committee (BSWMC) and their Purok/Sitio SWM leaders working as one person, targeting one goal to properly implement the provisions of the law.

To encourage maximum participation of the Calintaan’s constituencies, some and certain components of Project CALINTAAN (CALl for INTerdependent Action against wAste Nonchalance) and Project ECL (Empowering Community Leadership) shall be carefully implemented, as follows:

· Intensive Information, Education, and Communication (IEC);

· Practice of 7Rs (Refuse, Reduce, Reuse, Recycle, Rehome, Replant, Rot) in Action;

· Every Day is a Plastic Holiday;

· BaHa (Basket Habit); 

· Single Packaging System; and

· BOBES (Bring Own Basket Every Shopping) 

· Residential, institutional, commercial, and industrial backyard Composting and Gardening

· Barangay and Purok Communal Composting and Gardening

· Mandatory Waste Diversion
· Mandatory Provision of Segregation Bins
· Promotion of Waste Diversion/Recycling & Composting Pit/Bin for all Sectors

	     5.2 Collection

	The Barangays shall be responsible in collecting wastes of all types: biodegradable, recyclable, residual, and even special, from their source and store them at the compartment of the Barangay MRF provided for each type which is managed by the MRF caretaker. Each Barangay shall program its collection schedule based on the announced collection date and time as given on table that follows (see Annex 2).
Residual and special wastes, in sacks shall be collected by the LGU from the Barangay MRF and shall be transported to Temporary Residual Containment Area (TRCA) located at the closed Municipal Disposal Facility using dump trucks. 

	     5.3 Transfer

	Since there are established MRFs in every Barangay, the serious management and operation of these MRFs shall be strengthened and operationalized in all seven Barangays. Operational MRF shall intensify its operation and non-operational shall double their time in operating theirs. With this system, the collected wastes of all types from all sectors: households, commercial, industrial, and institutional and from designated pick-up point areas, and other service areas established within the Barangay shall be collected on time and properly managed by the collectors. Biodegradable wastes shall be processed as fertilizers by the generators and if collected at the Barangay MRF for further barangay benefits and source of income. This is a responsibility that every Barangay shall be fulfilled to keep the entire Barangay clean and free from any violation relating to solid waste management such as, but not limited to, burning and illegal disposals. All related undertakings shall be responsibly performed by the Barangay in coordination and participation by the BSWMC, BSWMP/SL  particularly management, proper handling and storage of the collected household hazardous wastes at the Barangay MRFs as well as residual storage therein.

The LGU shall lead the establishment of processing areas and procurement of multi-shredding machines to grind compostable wastes and to easily decompose them.

	     5.5  Disposal

	The Municipal Materials Recovery Facility (CMRF) is an existing facility located within the closed disposal facility and shall be utilized as the Temporary Residual Containment Area (TRCA) while establishing one intended for this purpose. The TRCA shall also be put up beside this CMRF to easily transport sacked residual wastes into the processing area which is also established therein. 
As planned, the local government unit of Calintaan shall establish additional facilities in the area for the proper management of the collected wastes this Calendar Year 2019. In addition to Municipal Central MRF and Central Composting Facility, a Temporary Residual Containment Area (TRCA) shall be established where serve as the current but temporary storage for residual wastes, newly collected and compacted while establishing a sanitary landfill as final disposal. This is to ensure that the needed and required facilities in the site are present and functional for the operation and management of all disposed wastes. Having such facilities also encourage waste diversion as mandated by the Act. 

As a third income class municipality, Calintaan plans to have the categorized Disposal Facility or Sanitary Landfill within the ten- year period of implementation of this Plan in 2021 and onwards but not definitely this year and the next two years due to fund insufficiency for this purpose. This Municipality deeply wants to comply with the requirements and fortunately puts it up in the future. 
The LGU is looking for a Sanitary Landfill design for financial assistance purposes and to allot funds necessary for its establishment. A landfill that is owned and operated by the LGU itself remains a future plan that needs to be prioritized at 2021 LGU budget.

	Special wastes which refer to household and medical hazardous wastes. This is the kind of wastes that needs special attention by the LGU and the medical team headed by the resident Municipal Health Officer. As usual, this is included at the agenda during the IEC campaigns.  Household special wastes shall be the primary responsibility of the parents or in the absence of parents are older brothers or sisters. This is to ensure that these wastes are properly stored at home and out of reach of young members in the family. When collected, these must be placed at the unbreakable containers to avoid breakage. The same care will be applied during storage at the Barangay MRF and during collection of the LGU collector for storage/disposal at the Municipal Central MRF. Household hazardous wastes shall not be right away mixed with health centers’ hazardous ones when they are collected. Medical wastes are usually handled with utmost care by the sanitary officer or health officer and are put in closed boxes during storage, transport and disposal at the vault at the disposal facility. 
Proper treatment of the special wastes shall be tagged to the DOH to ensure safety of the handlers. There are 240.89 kgs. per day being generated by the LGU during WACS and shall increase in    the tenth year of 336.87 kgs. per day. Hence, an additional facility or vault bigger than at present shall be built to have more space for the upcoming disposals.
